• Touches the lives of people who need help to 
put food on the table 

• Supports those whose wages are too low to lift 
them out of poverty 

• Raises food expenditures and improves nutrient 
availability 

• Responds to changing economic conditions 
• Boost to the economy

Available to those who qualify with little income and few resources.  Look at KS Food Assistance Brochures.
Census Bureau indicates that SNAP would lift 3.9 million Americans – including 1.7 million children- out of poverty if its benefits were included in the official measures of income and poverty.
Participants in SNAP spend more on food that they would in the absence of the program. There is evidence that program participation can increase the availability of some nutrients in the home food supply.  Recent studies have shown that the nutrient intake of low-income people differs little from higher-income people- a sharp contrast from 40 years ago.  SRS and Extension partnership – SNAP and SNAP-Ed.
The program automatically expands to meet increased need when the economy is in recession providing a boost for local economies.  When the economy strengthens SNAP participation declines.  
Every $5 in new benefits generates up to $9.20 in total community spending.  Every time a family uses SANP benefits to put healthy food on the table, it benefits the store and the employees where the purchase is made, the truck driver who delivered the food, the warehouses that stored it, the plant that processed it, and the farmer who produced the food.  




SNAP 
 

• One of the largest safety net programs in the US 
 
• Serves over 45 million 
• Nearly 75% are families with children 
• More than 28% are seniors or disabled persons

USDA Economic Research Report April 2012 – Used Current Population Survey data to examine how SNAP benefits affected the prevalence and severity of poverty from 2000-2009.  They found a decline of 4.4% in the prevalence of poverty due to SNAP benefits with the overall average decline in depth of poverty was 10.3%. 
In 2009 the bottom dropped out of our economy.  The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 increased the maximum benefits by 13.6% and increased the minimum benefit to $16.  SNAP benefits are credited for reducing the severity of child poverty by 27.5% in 2009.

KANSAS FOOD ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

 
• Caseload Growth – April 2012 

 
• Still increasing 
• 303,901 recipients 
• 142,969 households = ave. of 2.1 persons per HH

For FY 2010 (July 2009-June 2010), number of participants increased by 24.4%.  For FY 2011, participants increased by 14.2% and so far in FY 2012, caseloads increased by 2%. 



KANSAS FOOD ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

 
• Average household 

 
• 32% have 1 adult with children 
• 11% are two parent with children 
• 32% are elderly and disabled  
• 20% adults with no children

KANSAS FOOD ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

 
• Income Information 

 
• 31% have earned income 
• 27% have Social Security income 
• 23.5% have SSI income 
• 11% has child support income 
• 14% have no income 
 



KANSAS FOOD ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

 
• Time on Assistance 

 
• Average time is 17 months 
• 41.5% on for 1 year or less 
• 27% on for 6 months or less 



KANSAS FOOD ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

 
• Statewide approximately 63% of estimated 

eligible persons receive Food Assistance 
 

• Kansas average monthly benefits = $37,511,135 
 

• Participation rate varies greatly from county to 
county 
 
 
 



HOW DOES THIS IMPACT LOCAL ECONOMY? 

• July 2011 
• Monthly Food Assistance participants  302,079 
• Average monthly benefit per person       x $124 
• Monthly revenue for food                $37,457,796 
 

• Estimated Food Assistance Eligibles    477,240 
• Average monthly benefit per person       x $124 
• Potential monthly revenue               $59,177,760

HOW DOES THIS IMPACT LOCAL ECONOMY? 

• June 2011 Example – Geary County – 67.9% 
• 3,179 participants x $124 = $394,196 x 12 months 
= $4,730,352 a year  

 
Potential Economic benefit  
4,682 potential participants x $124 = $580,568 x 12 
months = $6,966,816 a year 

 
(a difference of $2,236,464) 



HOW DOES THIS IMPACT LOCAL ECONOMY? 

• June 2011 Example – Smith County – 36.6% 
• 233 participants x $124 = $28,892 x 12 months = 
$346,704 a year  

 
Potential Economic benefit  
637 potential participants x $124 = $78,988 x 12 
months = $947,856 a year 

 
(a difference of $601,152)
